Emmanuel’s Mission Statement: To Know Christ and to Make Him Known

FROM THE RECTOR

So, Paul, standing in the midst of the Areopagus, said: “Men of Athens, I perceive that in every way you are very
religious. For as I passed along and observed the objects of your worship, I found also an altar with this inscription: “To
the unknown god.” What therefore you worship as unknown, this I proclaim to you. Acts 17:22-23

In a few short weeks, just over a dozen folks from Emmanuel and Trinity will be flying to Athens to begin our pilgrimage
to trace the missionary journeys of Saint Paul. On that pilgrimage we will see various places that are mentioned in the
Book of Acts and the Epistles of Paul. Ephesus, Corinth, and Thessalonica will all be stops on our pilgrimage. I find myself
most excited about the visit to Athens because it was there that we see the clearest presentation of the hope of Christ to a
Gentile group.

Athens was the birthplace of democracy and prioritized learning. This caused the city to constantly be filled with new
ideas. It was this openness that Paul used as a tool to connect with the people of Athens. Now, it is important to note that
Paul had been personally struggling with the polytheism of Greece. In particular, he had been troubled by the proliferation
of gods on display in Athens (Acts 17:16). Fortunately, he was able to lay aside his personal challenges with the Athenian
idolatry and focus on finding a connection with their culture instead of a wedge issue. That connection came from the
most unlikely place, their idolatry and polytheism. It turns out that Paul, during his walks through the city, had stumbled
upon an altar dedicated “ 70 the unknown god.” Paul used this altar as an open door to introduce the God of the Bible to
the Athenians.

I am very much looking forward to standing on the Areopagus and reading this story and imagining how it was in the time
of Paul. But, the true life of this passage is not in the reliving of it in memory, but in living it out in our day. We live in a
world that is curious for new knowledge and understandings. We have a chance to be like Paul in our world today, through
the Holy Spirit helping people to see Jesus, perhaps for the first time. May the Lord give us eyes to see the open doors that
He has provided for us to enter into conversation with others, and may we have the grace to do it gently so that Jesus might
have the glory.

Answers to the 170%* Questions
from the March newsletter

The Rev. Henry O. G. Smeathman became
Rector of Emmanuel in 1858. He left in July 1859. He
met his untimely death at the hands of hostile Indians at
Surprise Valley, Nevada, and was deeply lamented by his
numerous friends, who cherished his memory.

A two-story parsonage (not the rectory) was built
in the fall of 1867 at a cost of $675 causing a new liability.
Fr. Chapin (March 1866 — February 1869) and his family
were the first occupants of the parsonage.

The Rev. Powell and Mrs. Powell arrived at
Emmanuel and Trinity in October 1878. It is unknown
how many of their thirteen children were living at home
at the time. While here Mrs. Powell passed away in 1880
and in 1884 Rev. Powell passed away. Both churches
remained without a Rector for six months and the
number of parishioners decreased. The economy was in
decline once more and Bishop Wingfield reported that the
congregation “is quite feeble financially and numerically
(43 parishioners) and is not likely to regain strength, which
once it enjoyed when mining interests were so prosperous

in  Grass Valley.” Services were suspended and
Emmanuel’s doors remained closed from July 1884 to
November 1885.

In 1878 Bishoop Wingfield consecrated
Emmanuel Church. In the Episcopal tradition,
consecrating a church means dedicating it to sacred use,
typically following a service presided over by the bishop.

In 1897, the interior of the sanctuary and the
chancel were remodeled to accommodate the installation
of choir stalls for the first vested choir.

From 1895 to 1898 The Rev. Van Deerlin served
our church. During the next few years, the economy was
prospering and many improvements were realized
including a new furnace, a gravel walkway, a new
woodshed, the church was painted, and much-needed
repairs were attained. St. Catherine’s, St. Agnes, and St.
Margaret’s guilds helped supply the necessary monies to
help finance these upgrades. The guilds began to put aside
ten percent of their earnings for outreach, and under Rev.
Van Deerlin’s direction, they sponsored the Good
Shepherd Episcopal Mission in Colfax.

On April 27, 1905, one hundred fifty people
celebrated Emmanuel’s Golden Jubilee (50-year
anniversary) with a special service and reception provided
by St. Catherine’s Guild. Decorations were ribbons and
white lilacs, music was plentiful, speeches abundant, and
old-time  members  provided reminiscences  of
Emmanuel’s early years. Financed by funds received from
the Golden Jubilee a new retaining wall and concrete
walkway (at the cost of $300) were added across the front
near the street improving the property.

In 1943 The Rev. Norton (January 1942- June
1943) started the oil furnace in the church to warm the
building for a Christening. Thanks to the prompt
response of the Grass Valley Volunteer Fire Department
the fire that resulted in a faulty flue was quickly
extinguished. Temporarily, church services moved to the
parish hall while the roof was repaired and the extensive
water damage to the interior of the building was repaired.

The following Rectors served both Emmanuel
and Trinity at the same time and the church closes doors.

MOTHER’S DAY

Mother’s Day in the United States has a history all
its own - and it’s more complicated than greeting cards might
lead you to believe. There were repeated efforts to establish
a Mother’s Day holiday and conflicting ideas about what it
should stand for and how it should be observed. From a call
for women to improve global policymaking and seek peace
to a day to honor women’s work and role in the family, the
history of the holiday reveals multiple insights into how
mothers shape the world.

Julia Ward Howe, best known as the author of the
“Battle Hymn of the Republic,” was an abolitionist, a
women’s rights advocate, and a peace activist. In 1870,
horrified by the death and destruction she had witnessed
during the Civil War and concerned by the Franco-Prussian
war unfolding abroad, Howe issued what has come to be
known as her “Mother’s Day Proclamation,” originally
called an “Appeal to womanhood throughout the world.” In
it, Howe urged the creation of an international body of
women who could find ways to avoid war and bloodshed: “I
earnestly ask that a general congress of women, without limit
of nationality, may be appointed... to promote the alliance
of the different nationalities, the amicable settlement of
international questions, the great and general interests of
peace.”

When that didn’t happen, Howe sought to establish
an annual Mother’s Day for Peace, to be celebrated in June.
That did happen in a few places, for a while.

The version of Mother’s Day celebrated today is
more directly rooted in the work of Ann Jarvis and her
daughter, Anna Jarvis, who established the holiday to honor
her mother. Frustratingly for the younger Jarvis, most people
don’t celebrate it today the way she intended.

FEach woman and all of these events have
contributed to the present occasion now celebrated on the
second Sunday in May.

The cause of world peace was the impetus for Julia
Ward Howe’s establishment, over a century ago, of a special
day for mothers. Following unsuccessful efforts to pull
together an international pacifist conference after the
Franco-Prussian War, Howe began to think of a global
appeal to women. “While the war was still in progress,” she
wrote, she keenly felt the “cruel and unnecessary character
of the contest.” She believed, as any woman might, that it
could have been settled without bloodshed. And, she
wondered, “Why do not the mothers of mankind interfere in
these matters to prevent the waste of that human life of which
they alone bear and know the cost?”” Howe’s version of
Mother’s Day, which served as an occasion for advocating
peace, was held successfully in Boston and elsewhere for
several years, but eventually lost popularity and disappeared
from public notice in the years preceding World War 1.

For Ann Jarvis, also known as “Mother Jarvis,”

community improvement by mothers was only a beginning.
Throughout the Civil War she organized women’s brigades,
asking her workers to do all they could without regard for
which side their men had chosen. And, in 1868, she took the
mitiative to heal the bitter rifts between her Confederate and
Union neighbors.
The younger Anna Jarvis was only twelve years old in 1878
when she listened to her mother teach a Sunday school
lesson on mothers in the Bible. “T hope and pray that
someone, sometime, will found a memorial Mother’s Day,”
the senior Jarvis said. “There are many days for men, but
none for mothers.”

Following her mother’s death, Anna Jarvis

embarked on a remarkable campaign. She poured out a
constant stream of letters to men of prominence — President
William Taft and former President Theodore Roosevelt
among them — and enlisted considerable help from
Philadelphia merchant John Wannamaker.
By May of 1907, a Mother’s Day service had been arranged
on the second Sunday in May at the Methodist Church in
Grafton, West Virginia, where Mother Jarvis had taught.
That same day a special service was held at the Wannamaker
Auditorium in Philadelphia, which could seat no more than
a third of the 15,000 people who showed up.

The custom spread to churches in 45 states and in
Puerto Rico, Hawaii, Mexico and Canada. The Governor of
West Virginia proclaimed Mother’s Day in 1912;
Pennsylvania’s governorin 1913 did the same. The following
year saw the Congressional Resolution, which was promptly
signed by President Woodrow Wilson.

Mother’s Day has endured. It serves now, as it
originally did, to recognize the contributions of women.
Mother’s Day, like the job of “mothering,” is varied and
diverse. Perhaps that’s only appropriate for a day honoring
the multiple ways women find to nurture their families, and
the ways in which so many have nurtured their communities,
their countries, and the larger world.

The white carnation became the official
flower of the holiday shortly after Jarvis’ own
mother died. On May 10, 1908 — three
years after that loss — Jarvis sent 500 white
carnations to Andrews Methodist Episcopal
Church in her mother’s honor for that first
J Mother’s Day celebration, according

} ~ Jarvis compared that flower’s shape and life
cycle to a mother’s love. “The carnation does not drop its
petals, but hugs them to its heart as it dies, and so too,
mothers hug their children to their hearts, their mother love
never dying,” she said in a 1927 interview, cited in National
Geographic.

So, if you're buying flowers for mom this year,
consider the white carnation — but also pause to consider
the holiday's uncommercial origins. After all, it’s not about
flowers, or cards, or gift cards, or jewelry — it’s all about
love. — From nationalwomenshistoryalliance.org
